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August 7, 2010

Gary will announced the outcome of the vote at next month's meeting.
It has been suggested that when Chapter 323 meets/stops at a highway rest area - we use the trucker side rather than the auto side.  This would allow the bikes to stage into one or two of the longer parking spots and make it easier to depart.

OLD BUSINESS

Last month, the Chapter agreed to do another coffee rest stop.  We did discuss looking into the Federal Way rest area as an option.  Pam brought the information for the Federal Way. The Bremerton Chapter is having the Don Blair poker run on August 8th.  The run will start at Brother's PowerSports with the first bikes registering at 9 am.  Cost is $20 for rider and $25 for rider and passenger.
The 3-county ride on August 21st for the Combined Fund (charity group for state employees).  It will start at the Red Wind casino, make a number of other checkpoint stops, and end at the Lucky Eagle casino.  $25 for single rider, $40 for 2-up bikes, but cost also includes a tee shirt.  
This ride is not on our schedule because it coincides with the NW STAR BQ but if anyone is interested - they are starting at the capital campus.

Gary and Tammy, and Tyler are planning on joining us with the 9/11 memorial project steel beam escort on Sunday August 22nd.  They will meet the beam as is moves from Idaho to Bremerton - Silverdale mall.  Melinda said they were meeting the beam in transit at one of the overpasses to get pictures.
Chapter 323 annual picnic event will be on August 29th - Sunday - at 1 pm.  We current have it set at Millersylvania park but are looking at other locations.
