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Chapter 323 Minutes of Meeting Saturday June 6th 2009.
Old Business
Melinda asked that a change be made to the May minutes to state - Mona brought up safety issues regarding Group riding and that Lance said he would address them after investigation.
Note: The May minutes showed the following: Safety Fred introduced a group discussion via Mona about group riding safety.  The group discussion covered the roles of road captain, shepherd, and tail gunner; pre-ride briefings; and, the STAR rules for group riding.  We also talked about how the skill, judgment, and reactions of the riders effect situations.  Everyone should have received copies of the STAR rules for group riding when they came into Chapter 323 – it is part of the new member packet.  

New Business
Lance discussed the points Mona had brought up in the May meeting.
1. The road captain did not pre ride the ride in question as it was felt that it had been rode numerous times before.
2     The Road Captain is not responsible for each individual rider. The Rider needs to be responsible for their bike and actions.
At this point Jim Giffin brought up that the Road Captain should be responsible to watch his speed and that of others and keep the group together. This was discussed and pointed out that the Road Captain does keep watching behind in an effort to keep the group together. This varies dependent on road conditions and individual riders.
In the event of a breakout from the group. The group will ride to the next available safe place to stop. The tail gunner will stay behind with the bike(s) until the situation is resolved. Lance pointed out that it was discussed about the possibility of having riding buddies as  back up.
3 In the May meeting, Mona had reported that a group of fellow riders had commented that Chapter 323 was an unsafe riding group in Washington. Lance stated that they had no basis to make these accusations.

4.  Unsafe Acts of Members -  If a member feels that a rider is riding or behaving in a way that may be unsafe to other riders or road user it should be reported to an officer. An officer from the group will then ride behind the individual in an attempt to verify the issues. If valid then it will be addressed with the individual, and the member who brought the issue up will be informed of the outcome.

5 Officers have taken a look at other clubs and how they deal with Safety issues. Each club varies and it was felt that it would not be possible to integrate all of the safety rules. Therefore it was suggested that as a club we continue to follow and review the safety rules in place. As issues arise deal with them and move on.

6 Due to the way previous issues have been brought up. In the future if a member has a concern regarding anything in the club which they want to be brought to the clubs attention. This should be done in a timely manner by going through the chain of command, giving the Officer(s) time to investigate the issue. 
Approach Sergeant at Arms, Vice president or President.  Lance felt that there wouldn’t be any issues with a member going straight to him.

Lance asked if anyone had anything to say regarding the above. If they felt uncomfortable speaking in front of the group then they could see him after the meeting.
