Terry is likely going to Reno for Street Vibrations in September if anyone is interested.  And, Chapter 350 is planning on their annual Old Soldiers’ Home (Orting) ride on May 15th for Veterans’ Day.  Jerry knows about all of these rides for our calendar.

SAA David (home from England) said most of our memberships are up-to-date.  There are a few he needs to follow up with to make sure they have renewed with national.  Remember that you must be a paid member of STAR in order to stay a member of Chapter 323 per our charter with national.  If you renew your national membership, be sure to let David know.  Bonnie reminded David that we have a couple of back rockers we need to retrieve.  As David put it – you only rent the back rockers, they belong to the Chapter and must be returned if you leave 323.  All the other patches and pins are yours.
