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October 3, 2009
With 22 members in attendance, Lance called for any changes or corrections to the September 2009 meeting minutes.  There were no changes.  Melinda moved we accept the minutes and Pam seconded it.  The motion carried.  
Bonnie gave us her treasurer’s report – we have a balance of $1,570.17 including last month’s 50/50 of $28 and $48 from the sale of pins, patches, and rockers.  Corki moved we accept the treasurer’s report and Julie seconded it.  The motion carried.  
Melinda won the 50/50 for October of $34.   
OLD BUSINESS
Lance told us all to welcome Joe and Kathi Picanco when we see them.  They have been voted in as the newest members in Chapter 323.    
Next, Lance opened discussion about our upcoming coffee rest stop projects.  The dates are January 2010 (9th – 11th) and May 2010 (8th – 10th).  Lance said we had 2 issues:  1) we didn’t have a confirmed chairperson for the projects; and, 2) we need firm commitments from members to man all of the shifts before we take on the coffee rest stop projects.  He said without the commitment to cover the shifts, we will cancel our schedule.  Jerry stepped up and said he would chair the projects.  Corki agreed to send him copies of all of the materials we developed from our 2008 projects.  Jerry will send out sign-up sheets for the January shifts.  Corki will pick up the cashbox and other supplies being stored by Mona.

We used some of our funds from last year to donate to the Old Soldiers’ Home in Orting and had voted to use funds for our adopt-a-families.  However, our members stepped up with so much support for our 2 families at Christmas that ultimately none of the Chapter funds were used. 
NEW BUSINESS
Lance reminded everyone to start thinking about new officers nominations.  [Gee – the room got very quiet at this point.]  Nominations will be at our meeting next month and election will be in December.  Just as a reminder - nomination is for president.  Then, president candidates name their vice-president running mate at the November meeting.  In December, we vote for the president and vice-president team. Lance reminded everyone that next month’s meeting is on the second Saturday – November 14th because many of the officers will not be available on the first Saturday.

Today’s after-meeting ride is being lead by Tammy and Gary to the Shelton Oysterfest.  It started raining during the meeting so some folks decided not to ride. Six members did ride.  The Shelton fairgrounds can be muddy when it rains.
Jerry asked members if they would be interested in a “fall leaves” ride to look at the trees as they are turning color - if we have another nice weekend.  He suggested we head over Stevens Pass to Leavenworth for lunch and then back home again.  It would be a long day ride.  Jerry will let us know if this gets scheduled.
We are meeting up on October 17th at Hawks Prairie Inn at 9 am for breakfast.  No organized ride is planned.

We do need to talk to Karl to get an idea of what kinds of things we could send the troops.  As Amy pointed out, troops are in uniform 24/7 so they don’t have need for civilian clothing.  We would need to have our package(s) in the mail by early December to reach the troops by Christmas.  Lorraine said she would contact Karl and get ideas about what we can do and then get back to us.  Lorraine also needs to know who is willing to help with this project.  
Amy also brought up the idea of going through military social services and adopt a military family.  Jerry said to e-mail your ideas for Chapter supported charities by October 15th and Jerry will bring it to the Chapter at our November 14th meeting.  Lance reminded us all that whosever idea is ultimately selected has to step up and lead the charge.
